Information about Exam #1

A)  A lot of true/false questions getting at what I consider to be the MAJOR points in lectures and reading (rather than small details).  If I cite an author's name, I also include information to remind you which article it was, i.e. "Klandermans and Oegema in their article about the mobilization for a Dutch peace march against cruise missiles."  Emphasis is on material covered in lecture.  My goal is to produce an exam with about 70-80% "easy" questions that anyone who has done the course materials will know, and at most 20-30% questions that are designed to get at more refined understanding of course materials.

B) There will be some SHORT essay questions.  Although the exact wording will vary, here are the themes that you should review for them:

1.  What are the different ways in which social networks and social ties come up as important in social movements?

2.  How do people become committed to participation in social movements?  What are the factors that pull people in to movement?  What are the factors that reduce commitment?

3.  What are the different ways in which people organize themselves for social change?  What are some of the impacts of this?  (I'm thinking both of introductory material on the diverse forms of social movements, and the material from March 1-3 on professional movements & structurelessness.)
